MATCH HISTORY
The Walker Cup Match began in the wake of World War 
I with a view toward stimulating golf interest on both 
sides of the Atlantic. The match grew in part out of two 
international matches between the USA and Canada, in 
1919 and 1920.

At the same time, British and American amateurs 
considered each nation’s national amateur championship 
a great plum. Mean while, the USGA Executive Committee 
had been invited to Great Britain for a series of meetings 
with the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews Rules 
Committee. The meeting was to look at the advisability 
of modifying vari-ous rules of the game. Among the 
participants was George Herbert Walker, USGA president 
in 1920.

Upon the Executive Committee’s return to the United 
States of America, international team matches were 
discussed. The idea so appealed to Walker that he 
soon presented a plan and off ered to donate a trophy. 
Walker had been a low hand-icap player and was a 
keen advocate of the game. When the press dubbed the 
trophy the Walker Cup, the name stuck.

In 1921, the USGA invited all golfi ng nations to send teams 
to compete in the Match, but no country was able to 
accept that year. The Americans stuck to their mission, 
however, and William C. Fownes, the 1910 U.S. Amateur 
champion, who had twice assembled the amateur teams 
that played against Canada, rounded up a third team 
in the spring of 1921 and took it to England. At Hoylake, 
the American team defeated a British team, 9-3, in an 
informal match the day before the British Amateur.

Early in 1922, The R&A announced that it would send a 
team to compete for the Walker Cup at the National Golf 
Links of America, Walker’s home club, in Southampton, 
N.Y.

Originally, the competition was open to any country that 
might care to challenge. The USGA invited all countries 
to compete. Except for Great Britain, however, no other 
country was able to accept.

Fownes was the American captain for the inaugural 
match and his team consisted of Charles Evans Jr., 
Robert Gardner, 

U.S. Amateur champion Jesse Guilford, Robert T. Jones 
Jr., Max Marston, Francis Ouimet, Jess Sweetser and 
Rudolph Knepper, who did not play.

Robert Harris was captain of the British side, and his 
play-ers were Cyril Tolley, Roger Wethered, Colin Aylmer, 
C.V.L. Hooman, W.B. Torrance, John Caven and W. Willis 
Mackenzie. Ernest Holderness, the British Amateur 
champion, was unable to make the trip.

Bernard Darwin, the golf writer of The Times of London, 
had accompanied the team and wound up playing in 
the Match. When Harris fell ill, Darwin was invited to 
compete in his place and serve as playing captain. He 
defeated Fownes, 3 and 1. The American Team, however, 
prevailed, winning the fi rst Walker Cup Match, 8-4. 

Until recent years, the USA clearly dominated the series, 
but the number of American victories never clouded the 
true pur-pose of the Walker Cup Match. A much higher 
value has been placed upon the series as a medium of 
international friend-ship and understanding between The 
R&A and the USGA.

The Match was played on an annual basis until 1924, 
when it was decided that the fi nancial strain of annual 
encounters was too severe. It was also believed that 
interest might drop if the Matches were played too 
frequently. A  decision was made to meet in alternate 
years.

The series was interrupted by World War II after the 
1938 Match at St. Andrews, Scotland. When the Match 
resumed, in 1947, St. Andrews was again selected 
as the site. Under normal peacetime conditions, the 
Match would have been played in the USA, but postwar 
economic conditions would have made the trip diffi  cult 
for the British.

Many Walker Cup alumni have gone to have tremendous 
pro-fessional success, including Jack Nicklaus, Phil 
Mickelson, Tiger Woods, Corey Pavin, Davis Love III, 
Rickie Fowler, Webb Simpson and Jordan Spieth.

Great Britain and Ireland defeated the United States 
of America, 16½-9½, in the 45th Walker Cup Match at 
Royal Lytham & St. Annes Golf Club in Lytham St. Annes, 
England.

“I’m delighted with the victory,” said GB&I captain Nigel 
Edwards. “We had a very strong front and we have 
strength throughout the team. I said last night to the 
team that as long as the lads keep doing what they have 
been doing all week, playing their own games, their 
short games are fan-tastic, which is probably what has 
given us the edge. Some of the bunker shots have been 
exceptional but also the stan-dard of play here has been 
fantastic.” 

Edwards, captain in 2011, 2013 and 2015, has two Match 
victories to his credit in addition to his play on two 
Match-winning teams in four appearances.

England’s Jimmy Mullen, who paced GB&I with a perfect 
4-0 mark, led the team’s afternoon domination of singles 
matches in which they won fi ve, halved three and lost 
just two. England’s Ashley Chesters, 26, the oldest GB&I 
player (3½) and Cormac Sharvin of Ireland (3) were the 
other GB&I point leaders.

“It doesn’t matter if I won all of my games as long as the 
team won was the main thing,” said Mullen, who made 
the cut at the 2013 Open Championship at Muirfi eld 
and the Round of 16 at the 2014 U.S. Amateur at Atlanta 
Athletic Club. “To win all of my games was just the icing 
on the cake.” 

Paul Casey and Luke Donald are among the small group 
of GB&I players who have posted 4-0 records in a single 
Match.

College All-Americans Bryson DeChambeau, of Clovis, 
Calif., the 2015 U.S. Amateur and NCAA Division I men’s 
individual champi-on, and Beau Hossler, of Mission Viejo, 
Calif., were the only USA players to score victories in the 
Sunday singles matches.

Hossler (3), DeChambeau (2½) and Robby Shelton (2), of 
Wilmer, Ala., were the top point-scorers for the USA.
“I don’t think we handed them anything. I think they went 
out and played well, very well, and they won it,” said 
USA captain John “Spider” Miller. “I’d feel bad if we were 
three-putting and giving them holes. I think our guys 
played well. They just played very well. They outplayed us 
and earned it.”

In the morning foursomes, GB&I extended its overnight 
lead from 7-5 to 10-6 by winning three of the four match-
es for the second consecutive day.

GB&I has now won fi ve of the last six Matches contested 
on its ‘home’ soil, dating back to 1999. The only U.S. 
win in that stretch was 2007 at Royal County Down in 
Northern Ireland. With the GB&I victory, the two teams 
have now split the 14 Matches since 1989, 7-7. Before 
1987, the USA dominated the series with 28-2-1 mark.

The winning margin was the largest for GB&I since the 
Walker Cup began in 1922.

GREAT BRITAIN AND IRELAND WINS THE 2015 MATCH

Gavin Moynihan (GB&I) and Jordan Niebrugge (USA) were 
the lone returnees on each squad from the 2013 Match 
at National Golf Links … Moynihan was a University of 
Alabama teammate with the USA’s Robby Shelton in 2013 
… Mike McCoy of the USA (52/9/11) was the third-oldest 
competi-tor in the history of the Walker Cup … Ewan 
Ferguson, who joined the GB&I Team when Sam Horsfi eld 
withdrew, was the youngest competitor at 19 … GB&I won 
by its largest margin (nine points) … GB&I’s Jack McDon-
ald is the grandson of 1965 Walker Cup Team member 
Gordon Cosh.

The course received just under .5 inches of rain overnight 
into Saturday. The day brought occasional showers in 
the morning with partly sunny skies in the afternoon and 
highs in the low 60s, with winds reaching nearly 30 mph. 
Sunday had a chilly start in the mid 50s, but the after-
noon was mostly sunny with highs in the low 60s and 
light breezes.
